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Blizzard Party Mix 

2 cups oven-toasted cereal squares  

2 cups small pretzel twists  

1 cup dry roasted peanuts  

1 cup (about 20) coarsely chopped caramels  

2 cups (12-ounce package) NESTLÉ® TOLL  HOUSE® 
Premier White Morsels  

• Spray 13 x 9-inch baking pan with nonstick cooking 
spray. 

• Combine cereal, pretzels, peanuts and caramels in 
large bowl. 

• Microwave morsels in medium, microwave-safe bowl 
on MEDIUM-HIGH (70%) power for 1 minute; stir. 
Microwave at additional 10- to 20-second intervals, 
stirring until smooth. Pour over cereal mixture; stir to 
coat evenly. 

 

Spread mixture into prepared baking pan; let stand for 
20 to 30 minutes or until firm. Break into bite-size 
pieces. 

Crunch Bars 

5 cups bite-size crispy rice OR wheat square cereal, di-
vided use  

1/2 cup butter OR margarine  

1 cup butterscotch OR peanut butter flavored chips  

1 1/3 cups flaked coconut  

1 (14-ounce) can sweetened condensed milk  

1 cup chopped pecans  

• Preheat oven to 350*F (175*C). 

• Coarsely crush 3 cups cereal. 

• In 13 x 9 x 2-inch baking pan, melt butter in oven. 

• Sprinkle crushed cereal over melted butter; top 
evenly with chips, coconut, sweetened condensed 
milk, nuts and 2 cups uncrushed cereal. Press down 
firmly. 

• Bake for 25 to 30 minutes or until lightly browned. 
Cool thoroughly. 

• Cut into bars. Store loosely covered at room tempera-
ture. 
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
